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A Sexual Assault Nurse Examiner (SANE)

is a registered nurse who has been special-
ly trained to provide comprehensive care
to sexual assault survivors in a medical
setting.
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SANE is the largest sub-specialty of
Forensic Nursing.

Research has proven that SANE programs:
* Increase patient care available to sexual
assault survivors
Increase the quality of evidence
collection and documentation
Increase prosecution rates
Reduce the risk of re-traumatization of
the sexual assault survivor in the
healthcare setting
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The Office of the Illinois Attorney General started the
lllinois SANE Training Program through a grant received
from the Illinois Criminal Justice Information Authority.
